Sermon Outline: Revealed Evangelism In The Older Testament
Evangelism is the activity of spreading the good announcement of Christ.
We have a revealed authority for how we share the good news.
a. The earliest evangelism depended on word-of-mouth by those closest.
Examples of how much of the earliest evangelism was within families. from

Genesis 1-11

b. Evangelism may also occur by deed, although that is not the primary NT
sense.

c. Some evangelism was unplanned.
d. Evangelism was often tied to miracle (Exodus and elsewhere).
e. Often evangelism was explicitly opposed (Jonah), and God can still work.

f.  Toward the end of the OT, certain vss in the minor prophets show the uni-
versal extent of God’s love.

g. Atthe opening of the NT, the genealogies show that the good news had
spread to some outside of Israel (and include Melchiz and others if not al-
ready)
